2. Student must have sufficient knowledge of the foreign language in order to be able to follow lectures 

delivered in given language (at least B2 English or German) 
 
C. Selection Criteria 

 
1. Correctly filled application form and properly delivered application documentation in english  
2. Academic success, motivational letter and CV evaluation 
3. English language knowledge level (English language is obligatory, knowledge of German is desirable).  
4. Advantage would be given to applicants who have not done exchange under ERASMUS+ programme

F. Selection Process 
 
After student pass nomination process at SEBS and get nominated for the mobility according to selection 
criteria, he/she will be able to apply for the ERASMUS+ scholarship after an official call from WU Vienna. Please 
note that nomination doesn’t mean acceptance. WU Vienna has right to reject application if provided 
application show up to be incomplete or not due. Faculty/academy/school coordinators are the final decision-
makers when it comes to the acceptance/refusal of the candidate. 
It is common procedure that host faculty provide final decision by  May, 1

st
 2018.  

 
H. Scholarship 
 
Scholarship amount is specified as following: 
Incoming students to Programme Countries (monthly allowance)  
€850 (Austria)  
 
 
Students are awarded the Scholarship in the amount of €850 per month + travel costs that can be calculated 
on the European Commission website: http://ec.europa.eu/education/tools/distance_en.htm  
 

Distance Amount 

between 100 and 499 km: 180 € per participant 

between 500 and 1999 km: 275 €  per participant 

between 2000 and 2999 km: 360 €  per participant 

between 3000 and 3999 km: 530 € per participant 

between 4000 and 7999 km: 820 € per participant 

8000 km and more: 1.100 € per participant
