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The round table “The Repair Perspective: Smart Policies for a Circular Future” brings together key
stakeholders from government, industry, academia, civil society, and the business sector to
discuss how repair, reuse, recycling and upcycling can become integral components of smart
specialization and innovation policies in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

The event is part of the Interreg Euro-Med project REPper — REPair PERspective, which promotes
repair culture, sustainable consumption, and circular-economy solutions across the
Mediterranean region.

Through two moderated panels, participants will explore strategic frameworks, policy
mechanisms, practical business models, and educational approaches that can strengthen the
repair ecosystem and create new economic opportunities. Discussions will highlight the
importance of the emerging “Right to Repair” agenda, consumer protection, skills development,
green entrepreneurship, and cross-sector partnerships that enable more sustainable and
resource-efficient systems.

The round table aims to identify practical recommendations and priority areas that will be shared
with the REPper consortium and incorporated into the project’s policy reflection outputs.

Rethinking Systems through Circular Policies

Redefinisanje sistema kroz cirkularne politike

This panel addresses the strategic and policy-level dimensions of repair, reuse, recycling, and
upcycling. It explores how the repair perspective can be embedded into smart specialization
strategies, research and innovation policies, and broader circular economy frameworks. A central
part of the discussion will focus on consumer protection and the emerging “Right to Repair”
agenda — transparency, access to information, product durability, availability of spare parts, and
fair repair conditions. Panelists will identify key regulatory levers, governance mechanisms, and
cross-sector partnerships that can strengthen repair-oriented policies and create an enabling
environment for sustainable consumption and innovation.

Vjestine, edukacija i poslovni modeli - Popravka u praksi
